MATH-


The January math focus will be on adding and subtracting within 200. This is a difficult time for many second graders because adding and subtracting triple digit numbers requires students to combine their knowledge of place value, problem solving, and addition and subtraction. Some of the homework options are intended to help students practice various strategies to solve multiple digit addition and subtraction. By the end of the year, students will need to add and subtract within 1000! It’s important to stay on track to reach mastery by the end of the year. 


READING- 


We will be studying realistic fiction this month. Students will learn about the characteristics and apply comprehension strategies within this genre. Lessons will include developing skills such as visualizing, questioning, inferring, and making connections with the text. In order to pass the Diagnostic Reading Assessment for second grade, students must be able to independently read and write a summary of the text. The summary must include the correct sequence of events, the main events, and important details. We will focus on developing these skills during this unit. 


WRITING- 


In January, we will continue our work with writing narratives that include transition words like first, next, then, after that, and finally. Their end of unit writing will require them to write a fictional narrative about decisions relating to spending money. Students will also get the opportunity to write their opinion and support it with reasons. As we work on the content of writing, students will also work on conventions. The convention focus this month will be possessive nouns and how to use apostrophes in their writing.
