MATH-I am so impressed with the progress of this group! Most of the students have all but mastered addition with regrouping within 200! I am very grateful for those of you who helped your child review and complete their workshop pages. I can see those students making great progress because they are getting the crucial practice that they need. I have been analyzing student errors throughout this unit. I noticed that students will solve a problem in two ways and often don’t notice when they have two different answers. Please help me push the students to attend to precision and verify their answers when solving problems. These students are young and they are still learning what it is to be a mathematician. This month, I will continue and complete teaching addition and subtracting within 1000.  The last few weeks of our unit will require the students to write and illustrate their own word problem with adding or subtracting within 1000. Students will solve one another’s problems.





READING- Over the last few weeks, students learned about nonfiction text features and how to use them to comprehend text. Some of these features include: heading, subheading, graphs, charts, bold print, diagram and table of contents. Students will continue to learn to use nonfiction text features to determine the main idea and key details in a text. This month, we will be reading a biography about Theodore Roosevelt and other influential people in American history. Students will how individuals have influenced and shaped our country. 





WRITING- Students will learn the skills to research an influential person and write a biography using multiple resources.  Students will go to the computer lab and access articles, videos, and other media related to topic using a variety of data bases. Additionally, students will check out an extra book from the library that will stay in class. If lab time permits, students will type their reports. The book will contain nonfiction text features including a table of contents, headings, diagrams, bolded words, captions, and pictures.
