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Differentiated Instructional Strategies:

· Acceleration-based on the demonstrated need of the student, the pace of instruction is increased or instruction at the next level is given
· Independent Study/Project-used as a “replacement” unit when a student already has skills and knowledge of regular curriculum and is managed by a contract
· Tiered Assignments/Assignment Modification-activities that allow all students to focus on the same essential understandings and skills but at different levels of complexity, abstractness, and open-endedness
· Cluster Grouping-a purposeful placement of a TAG student with other identified students having similar needs for differentiated curriculum and instruction
· Enrichment-building on the regular curriculum with different examples and materials that are related and broad enough to develop complex ideas
· Compacting-requires pre-assessment of student to show mastery—the teacher then replaces the regular curriculum skills that have been mastered with those of an increased level of challenge
· Flexible Grouping-students are grouped according to pre-assessment data based upon common and specific needs in that area of the curriculum—groups are formed and reformed based on readiness, style of  learning, interest, or multiple intelligence
· Learning Contract-an agreement between the student and teacher in which the student plans and organizes themselves in order to complete work that may be interdisciplinary, problem-based, or require research
· Multiple Intelligence-teacher analyzes student’s strengths in a preferred mode of learning and then presents information in a variety of ways and creates learning tasks with student choice across the types of intelligences
· Learning Styles-teacher designs an instruction method to connect with different learning styles using a variety of elements such as sound, music, visual, movement, etc.
· Higher Level/Critical Thinking-designing activities that require thinking beyond a literal level—challenging students to apply, analyze, evaluate, and synthesize knowledge including higher level questioning strategies
· Anchor Activities-allows students to work on an ongoing assignment directly related to the curriculum that can be worked on independently throughout a unit or a semester—it is a logical extension of learning during a unit, an elaboration of important goals and outcomes that are tied to the curriculum and tasks for which students are held accountable
· Graphic Organizers-teacher provides mental maps that represent key skills such as sequencing, comparing and contrasting, and classifying; students are actively involved in the thinking process
Assessment Options for Rate and Level of Learning

In each subject, students will be pre-assessed on the knowledge and skills that will be learned in that subject. The purpose of this pre-assessment is to find out what a student already knows and is able to do to avoid repetition and to give the student access to advanced and/or accelerated content. Formative assessments throughout the year will also be used to monitor level/rate. The following examples provide some direction, but assessment options are not limited to this list.
· District assessment data (formative, interim, summative)
· Work samples/Performance tasks
· Primary Literacy Assessment Scores
· Developmental Reading Assessment (DRA2)
· State test results
· Placement recommendations and specific data from previous teachers
· Student input and self-assessment 
· Parent input and information
· Teacher observational data/anecdotal observation
· Classroom tests (state specific test on plan)
· Student portfolio
· Essay questions
· Video recordings
· Performing and visual arts
· Teacher/student conferencing or interviews
· Rubrics
· Monitoring of daily work
Instruction Must Be Based on Assessed Level and Rate of Learning:


Guidelines:

Instructional strategies must be in the form of providing advanced level work and/or an increase in pace of instruction. Instruction is based on assessment data. Instruction must be provided on a regular basis, and must be clearly documented in lesson plans and grade books. For further information see the ODE and District Standards documents.

Parent Rights of Talented and Gifted Students:

· School districts will provide access to information regarding the services and programs available.
· School districts shall provide an opportunity for parents to provide input about the programs and services to be received.
· Parents may request the withdrawal of their child from programs and services.
· Parents shall be informed of the right to file a complaint.
Parents As Partners Supporting TAG Education: How Parents Can Support Their Child’s Education:

· Be knowledgeable about your child’s needs.
· Communicate your child’s needs to his/her teacher.
· Support educational success. Teach the importance of setting goals and achieving them.
· Participate in parent/teacher/student conferences.
· Give input to written instructional plan.
· Work through any differences you and the teacher may have in how you perceive your child’s progress.
· Volunteer to be a mentor for a TAG student.
· Keep up-to-date about educational practices and needs at the local and national levels.

Documentation of Assessment, Instruction and Parent Input

Teachers will:
· Recommend fall placement based on end of year assessments.
· State grade level along with any differentiation recommendations.
· Write an individual TAG Instructional Plan in September or within three weeks after a student is identified.
· Submit all individual TAG Instructional Plans for principal to review prior to the fall conference.
· Document all pre-assessment and post-assessment results in grade book, portfolio, computer programs, etc.
· Document instructional strategies for TAG students in lesson plans, instructional plans, etc.
· Provide parents opportunity for input and communicate assessment results of level and rate and instructional modifications.
Parent Input:

· Parents are contacted by the teacher in September (phone call, letter, email, in-person).
· The proposed plan is sent home for parent input.
· The plan is reviewed at the fall conference.
· Discuss any significant changes in the:
1. student’s pace, direction, or focus of classroom materials
2. student’s response to classroom material, or
3. student’s social or emotional behavior
· The plan is reviewed and updated at the spring conference.
· Document and communicate end of the year assessments and placement recommendations for the coming year.
